Product development chemists/engineers manage a range 
of strategic projects from conception through to 
commercialisation and provide polymer expertise to 
customers and within Qenos. 

Working closely with cross functional teams that can 
include plant personnel, engineers, logistics, marketing, 
sales and SHE, product technologists may develop new 
products or refine existing products to suit different 
applications. This covers product changes from 
formulation changes of existing grades to major changes 
involving new markets and new technologies. In addition, 
there is the opportunity to support customer trials and 
assist in troubleshooting longer term polymer issues.

Technical CentreTechnical Centre

The Qenos Technical Centre was built in 1999 and is a  
premier polymer laboratory.  Utilising a highly trained and 
dedicated staff of Chemists, Engineers and Technicians 
the Technical Centre plays a key role in evaluating 
polyethylene product properties, tailoring products to meet 
market needs and assist in their marketplace development 
and deployment.  The four broad roles of the Technical 
Centre include testing for Quality Assurance, Product 
Development, Technical Service, and Plant & Process 
Support.  The Technical Centre is comprised of a physical 
testing laboratory, analytical testing laboratory and process 
laboratory.
